DRAGON BOAT racing was one of the highlights of Fife’s first outdoor 
access festival at Lochore Meadows Country Park yesterday. 

Organised by the Fife Coast and Countryside Trust, the festival aimed to 
encourage more people to take advantage of the great outdoors.
